15% of our SPS & AHS school families (118 students from 49 

families) are taking advantage of our Stewardship Covenant Schol-

arships in the amount of  $205,935.00.  Our Stewardship Covenant 

Scholarships mean that at the 5% level there is no tuition at Reli-

gious Education, ½ tuition at St. Paul the Apostle School and ¼ 

tuition at Assumption High School; at the 8% level ï no tuition at 

any of our educational ministries including Assumption High 

School. 

Our 22 scholarships this year have awarded $20,350.00 to our stu-

dents. One new scholarship that has been added this year is the 

Henry Schafer Memorial Scholarship. 

The Family Tuition Plan from Embracing Our Future coupled with 

the Mississippi Valley Student Tuition Organization makes it possi-

ble for anybody to attend our school. This year St. Paul the Apostle 

families received $166,150.00 in assistance to either St. Paul the 

Apostle School or Assumption High School.

Please note that there is a nonrefundable $75.00 registration fee that 

holds your position for the 2010-2011 school year. This pre-

registration fee is due no later than February 19, 2010.  We do have 

a waiting list  into our school for several grades, so we do need cur-

rent students to commit themselves for the 2010-2011 school year.
