A Lenten reminder-ABSTINENCE-All of the Fridays of Lent are  days of abstinence. On days 

of abstinence, meat may not be taken. The law of abstinence binds all 

Catholics fourteen years of age or older. If members of the Faithful are 

unable to observe this regulation because of ill health or other reasons, 

they are urged to practice others forms of penance and self-denial suitable 

to their condition. 

Lent is a special time for renewal, a time to become closer to God by doing a little extra for 

Him. A few suggestions: 

Daily Mass. We offer a 6:30 & 8:30AM Mass Monday through Friday with the Rosary 

prayed beforehand. On Saturday morning we offer an 8:30AM Mass with a Rosary 

prayed beforehand as well. 

Spiritual reading such as the Bible, biographies of the Saints, as well as a number of 

daily devotionals are available.
